As NSW reaches its 80% double dose vaccination tar-
get, parishes across Western Sydney and the Blue 
Mountains are opening their doors for private prayer, 
Reconciliation and for the celebration of Mass and 
sacraments such as baptisms, weddings and funerals. 
Please contact your local parish to check Mass and lit-
urgy times and the COVID-Safe arrangements in place.  
Under the 80% vaccination roadmap: 
•Churches and Places of Worship can reopen. Those 
who are not vaccinated can attend religious services 
held in the church. This includes weddings and funer-
als.  
•Up to 10 fully vaccinated people can sing in the 
Choir. Congregational singing is not yet permitted dur-
ing this stage.  
•Density limits of 1 person per 4 square metre applies 
inside our Churches.  
●Masks will still be required for all those over the age 
of 12.  
●Please use the QR code to check into the Church. 
●Please use the hand sanitizer before entering the
